Who may apply?
· A graduating senior from high school entering any accredited 2- or 4-year college.
· Students currently enrolled in a 2 or 4 secondary institution with proof of intent to re-enroll for the next academic year.
· Have either a father/grandfather or mother/grandmother who is and has been in good membership standing in the Montgomery County Cattlemen or CattleWomen Associations for at least 2 consecutive years.

How to apply
· Make sure that all information is completely filled out correctly on the application.
· Furnish a copy of the school’s transcript.
· Furnish two original letters of recommendation (one of the letters must be from either the principal, counselor or teacher).

When to apply
· All applications must be postmarked by December 31, 2008

2. Junior Cattlemen Association membership (County and State) offices held as well any offices or committees you have served on.
3. What activities are you involved or have participated in at school?  
4. Are you or were you a member of the 4-H Club, FFA or any agriculture clubs?
5. Have taken a Consumer Science Class?  How many semesters did you take this class?
6. Are you a member of any state organizations?  Tell which ones and any offices you hold or held.
7. Tell how you are involved in church and community activities.
· A separate detailed list titled Livestock Showing Records.  This can be beef, hog, horse, sheep, goats, rabbits, poultry, etc.  Include any open show or showmanship records.  This includes any activities in the Junior or High School Rodeo.
· A separate section titled Stories, Pictures and Clippings.  Make clear, readable copies of any newspaper articles, magazine articles or media photos that have your name and or picture about anything you have done that you would like to share about your life with the scholarship committee.
· A separate page titled Honors and Awards from school, 4-H, church and community.
